A segunda parte do curso € destinada a uma tarefa de cunho revisionista. Consiste ela num

reexame das tipologias culturais e das sequéncias historicas evolucionarias fundamentadas
em dados de ordem econémica, mediante um confronto adequado de tais construgdes com
0s novos postulados teodricos da antropologia econémica, sejam eles rotulados de

“formalistas”, ou “substantivistas”.

aluno, de acordo com o tdpico para o trabalho final, de livre escolha).

A Ultima parte do curso conduz cada aluno a uma verificacdo pessoal da maneira como o
“econdmico” ¢ tratado na literatura etnologica brasileira. O uso do instrumental tedrico de
que se tornou portador torna- o apto para uma verificagdo qualitativa e para o

guestionamento de nova problematica.
