Desempenho

A bibliografia anexa proporciona ao estudante uma selecdo de obras que definem os
limites de cada uma das dimens@es, propostas. Nos 16 seminarios previstos serdo
discutidos, de preferéncia, os esquemas tedricos e conceptuais, que uma vez elaborados
passam de uma dimensao a outra, mediante um processo de operacionalizacdo. Como se
trata apenas de uma reavaliacdo dos instrumentais de trabalho ja dominados pelos
estudantes de antropologia, e de contedos ja provavelmente incorporados ao seu
conhecimento, espera-se um desenvolvimento pessoalmente marcadamente desigual de
cada aluno do curso. A desigualdade das perspectivas individuais sera aproveitada em todos
0S momentos para a avaliacao critica do alcance real dos conceitos manipulados e seus
valores heuristicos. A expectativa é de que os alunos com dominio bastante diversificado de
conhecimentos de Antropologia Biol6gica, Arqueologia, Sociedades Primitivas e
Sociedades Complexas possam tirar grande proveito de um confronto dos instrumentos

tedricos que utilizam, da problematica com a qual se defrontam, das dimenses particulares



em gue se movem, e isto quando sao levados a considerar, a cada instante, a proposicao
inicial de que todas essas dimensdes estdo contidas numa dimensdo maior, que € a do

conhecimento etnoldgico na sua totalidade.
