O objetivo deste curso é abrir uma perspectiva de andlise dos sistemas de
representacfes atraves: a) leituras de textos classicos da literatura antropologica e nao
antropoldgica que coloquem o problema tedrico do tratamento das representacdes; b)
leitura dos textos substantivos que analisem as representacdes de diferentes grupos sociais;
Cc) exercicios praticos. A idéia que se tem é de que a antropologia, em fungdo de sua
tradicdo de estudo de sociedades primitivas, oferece instrumentos adequados para lidar com
fendmenos de ideologia. O curso sera dado sob a forma de seminarios, estando previsto que
em cada seminario um ou dois alunos exponham e problematizem um dos textos indicados.
Como trabalho final sera pedido a cada aluno a anélise de alguma dimenséo da ideologia de

uma categoria social, que ele podera escolher.
