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Linguas Amerindias: categorias, estruturas e processos

O curso aborda alguns topicos importantes para o estudo das linguas amerindias,
sobretudo as faladas em territdrio brasileiro, ressaltando a sua contribuicdo para teorias
da linguagem e da implementacéo da diversidade morfoldgica e sintatica. Tais topicos
sdo também relevantes para entender interfaces entre gramatica, fonologia, seméntica e
pragmatica. Eles instigam reflexdes sobre possibilidades e limites do pensamento
humano conformado linguisticamente, tanto em seus principios infra-especificos
(universais) como em suas especificidades. O relativismo sera redimensionado em
exercicios de interpretacdo comparativa (traducdo) das diferencas perceptiveis entre
linguas. Os tdpicos, em sequéncia, serdo: 1. Categorias (ontologia e geragdo); categorias
lexicais e gramaticais; Nomes, Verbos, Adjetivos, Adposicdes. 2. Hierarquia de Pessoa.
3.Nomes despidos, massivos e contaveis. 4. Singularidades, pluralidade,
classificadores. 5. Eventos e argumentos. 6. Aspectos. 7. Tempo (linguistico) e
narrativa.
