Este curso da continuidade as investigacdes sobre ritual, agéncia, imagem e artefatos
que vimos realizando em anos anteriores. Temos buscado conjugar trés niveis
analiticos: um ontoldgico (que diz respeito aos existentes postulados por uma
determinada sociedade), outro formal (que diz respeito as convencdes estéticas de uma
determinada cultura) e, por fim, um nivel pragmatico (que diz respeito as acles e
interagBes proprias aos eventos rituais). Visamos explorar a articulagdo entre esses
niveis, por meio de andlises de materiais empiricos referentes a povos autdctones
“extra-ocidentais” (sobretudo das Américas) em tensdo constante com a tradigdo
ocidental. A proposta deste ano é focalizar problemas conceituais a partir de uma ampla
revisdo da literatura, retornando a textos fundamentais que guiaram nossa reflexao até
aqui. Por esse motivo, varias sessdes tem uma carga de leitura significativa. Na primeira
sessdo, discutiremos 0s procedimentos para tornar viavel um acompanhamento
cuidadoso do curso e, a0 mesmo tempo, gerar uma discussao viva em sala de aula.
