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O objetivo do curso é oferecer uma introducdo a construcdo do pensamento antropoldgico, por
meio do contato com alguns autores e textos compreendidos no periodo de formacdo da
disciplina. A bibliografia € composta por uma selecdo de contribui¢des a producado de
conhecimento antropoldgico e ao debate em torno de objetos e métodos utilizados pelos
praticantes da disciplina. O programa confere especial énfase aos estudos produzidos na Francga,
Gr3-Bretanha e Estados Unidos entre fins do século XIX a meados do século XX. Contudo, o curso
ndo tem como objetivo produzir um percurso cronoldgico ou uma ‘histéria’ da disciplina e do
pensamento antropoldgico privilegiando tais contextos (nacionais) de producdo. Nossa intencdo é
oferecer aos alunos e as alunas ingressantes um primeiro contato com os problemas e as questées
gue marcaram a producdo de conhecimento no periodo, privilegiando, sempre que possivel, a
leitura de etnografias e de debates tedricos produzidos por diferentes autores. Procurou-se, desse
modo, evitar leituras de textos secundarios de carater historiografico, voltados para a producdo de
balizadores e quadros de referéncia gerais. Intervencdes dessa natureza poderdo ser consultadas
pelos alunos na bibliografia complementar que sera a fornecida nas primeiras sessoes.
