Este curso ¢ uma introducdo a antropologia da Amazodnia indigena, ou ‘etnologia
indigena’, como se convém chamar no Brasil. O curso busca ser, a0 mesmo tempo,
cronoldgico, temético e etnoldgico (com todas as limitacdes que essa tripla ambicdo
impde). Cronologicamente, o curso segue o desenvolvimento da antropologia regional a
partir da década de 1960, e busca se limitar, mais ou menos, ao estado da arte em torno
de 2005 (com raras excursdes para textos mais recentes). Tematicamente, o curso tende
a seguir os interesses de pesquisa conforme estes surgem em diferentes momentos — o
que significa, também, observar certos recortes etnoldgicos que impdem temas para a
pesquisa. Por fim, o curso se limita a Amazonia e ao Brasil Central. Trata-se de um curso
que se propde a ler e discutir alguns textos-chave da antropologia da Amazénia indigena
a fim de dar subsidios aos alunos interessados em fazer pesquisa na regido, interpretar

etnografias, e compreender os desenvolvimentos mais recentes da etnologia.
